At the local employment centre (CLE) 
 

 Consult the information documents and use the equipment in 
the Multiservice Room to help you in your job search. 

 You can meet with an employment assistance officer by 
telephone or in person. To sign up for an appointment, you 
must provide photo ID, your social insurance number and one 
of the following documents to prove your immigration status:   

 Proof of permanent residence (IMM 5292 or IMM 5688) 

 Permanent resident card  

 Canadian citizenship card 

 Letter indicating that you have been accepted for refugee 
claimant status. 

 When you go to the appointment with the employment 
assistance officer, bring to the appointment your résumé, and 
if possible, a copy of your diplomas and the “Évaluation 
comparative des études effectuées hors du Québec”. 

 

In order to participate in Emploi-Québec measures or 
services, you must have authorization from an 

employment assistance officer.
